ful vibe. The old building has plenty of
personality, with high ceilings and criginal
tiles, and all rooms are comfartable and
moderr (and share outside bathraoms).
Theres a bright hall area and kitchen, plus
a wood-deck rooftop with gasade area, A
great stay.
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OLD FRIENDS HOSTEL Mippoz
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This very casual hostel is so coal, they even
make their own beer - and might possibly
treat you to cne when you walk in the
door. Old Friends would be best for a sum-
mer stay, as the exterior spaces are great -
open courtyard, a relaxing back deck and
great rooftop terrace. All arsund are exam-
ples of graffiti art, and the intimacy here i
a plus — as are the free bike rentals. |t in a
non-touristy area on the edge of Palerma -
bt still within walking distance of its
trendiness.
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For those who care more about good
vibes than fancy atmosphers, there's this
intimate, laid-back hostel. Reception is

at the upstairs bar—comman room area,
which gives you an idea of the casualness
here. There's also a downstairs patio for
weekly asados and live music events an
the weekend. Dorms have privacy curtains.
There are seven private rooms, two with
attached bathroom, for those who need
MOre Space.

VILLA CRESPO, ONCE,
CABALLITO & BOEDO

With the popularity of Palermo raising prop-
erty values and rents, some places to stay have
popped up in the more blue-collar, historical,
artsy or even ‘bohemian” neighborhoods to
the south. This large area is 2 good choice if
you want to “go local’ and don’t mind being a
bit further from the main sights (but not teo
far away}. Public transport is good - and there
probably won't be another tourist in sight.

RACO DE BUENOS AIRES
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If you like staying far from the tourist
hordes but within the comforts of a high-
end boutique hotel, then this Italian-
designed building is your paradice. The 17
lovely rooms here all come with different
styling, from virgin white classic to subdued
masculinity to animal print. All are spacious
and have wood floors, high ceilings and
modern bathrooms, There's a small plant-
strewn patio for breakfast and a basement
wine bar for evening tastings. And you're
just a few blocks from the Subte, which will
have you downtown in minutes,
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Run by a friendly and helpful Brazilian-
English couple is this homey yet modern
B&E. It's located in a non-touristy neighbor-
hood, but within easy walking distance to
Palerma's hip restaurants, shops and bars,
The eight clean rooms are small but com-
fortable, and all have private bathrooms:
ask for an inside ‘courtyard’ room for more
quiet. There's a living room in which to
meet fellow travelers, a little gravel patio

ir back for fresh air and even an elevator

if you don't feel like stair-climbing, Nice
continental breakfast, too.
